 Players under the age of 16 years young must have a parent or guardian on team. 
 Team sign-ups run from May 17th to June 20th, 2025.  

o Team name must be appropriate. No foul or provocative language will be accepted. 
o Each team is limited to 4 participants. 

 The first clue is to be released on the morning of July 7th, 2025, via the Town of Wappinger’s social 
media.

o Each clue to be released each Monday morning following the start of hunt. 

 Only one QR code scan/submission will be accepted/counted for per team, per QR code.  
 Each team is responsible for keeping track of its own points. The town will not provide current 

standings. Location point value can be found by scanning each QR code. Points will be tallied at the 
end by the town to determine the winning team.  

o Winners will be notified via phone call and email. 
o Point sheet provided via in person or printable version. 

 This hunt will require traveling around the town. Please be mindful of the clue locations. No loitering 
after hours, and please leave locations how they are found.  

 Each QR code may be found at location(s) for 7 days.  
o Released Monday mornings, will be available through the following Sunday. 
o QR codes may be found/scanned regardless of business hours. 
o Weekly clues are worth 5 points each. 

 Surprise clues will be sporadically released throughout the hunt period. These clues will be more 
challenging and worth 10 points. They will also be released in the morning time and only up at its 
location for 24 hours. Keep a keen eye on our social media pages for them!
